3 semester hours

Students will learn the elements of a good story. Students will write and prepare a digital short film.  Learning will take place in the classroom as well as various off-campus locations around the city.

3 semester hours

This course is designed to expose students to the tools and techniques used in basic video production including videography, post-production hardware & software, and projection equipment.  The course will focus on the hands-on use of digital film tools.  Students will study the various roles in the process of filmmaking as well as basic filmmaking aesthetics and theory. The course will take students through the process of production, post-production, and distribution/exhibition, focusing mainly on the creative and organizational end. Students will gain knowledge of the elements of a good story and film production.  Students will shoot and edit a digital short film.  Learning will take place in the classroom as well as various off-campus locations around the city.  It is recommended that all short films be shot off-campus in order to fully gain production experience.  Students final films will be shown at the end of the session at a general screening.
