Worship History and Theology 2

Date:


Week 1 – Class 1

Theme:


Epiphany Worship 

Objective:


To introduce the student to concepts of worship during the church year season of Epiphany.  The student should learn the history of the season, the meaning of Epiphany, scriptural and historical background, and practical applications to worship during the season.

Rationale

Step 1:

View the Visual Reality movie clip called the light.mpg
Prepare the PowerPoint presentation on Epiphany

Have students download and open the PowerPoint slide presentation on Epiphany and take notes in the note section of the document.

Step 2:


 Discuss the time leading up to the season of Epiphany including the segue from the season of Christmas.

Discuss the origin, history, meaning, and scriptural background of the season.

Discuss the components the scriptural background – magi, gifts, person of Christ.

Discuss ways to restore Epiphany to the church’s calendar.

Step 3:

Look at various services that can be tied into the season of Epiphany – Christmas Finale, Hol Family Service, New Year’s Covenant, Baptism of Our Lord, and Transfiguration Sunday.

Step 4:


Allow Worship Team One to present an Epiphany Worship Experience.
